TPT will continue to analyze pellets and serve as a third -party testing company to ensure com-

pliance to PFI standards.  Use of TPTŚs laboratory services has increased dramatically and will 

continue to do so as pellet manufacturers come on board with the new PFI standards. Wiberg 

continued, ŗConsidering service issues that have arisen for stove/boiler owners in the past, they 

will be thrilled to know the pellets they are buying maintain consistent quality.Ř
